The "Cowboy Caves" ride is an out-and-back ride. 

The 14 mile ride starts at the Dewey Bridge.  

Cross 128 and follow the 4x4 road. 

The 1st 3 miles or so are on the Kokopeli. 

It’s a beautiful ride especially during the spring and fall. 

Summer is warm, no protection except at the caves 

 

Extra Riding 

The 1st few miles of the ride are on the Kokopeli Trail. 

The Kokopeli continues NE until is crosses Hwy 128. 

From there it goes on to Cisco and East. 

There are many miles of riding South of Dewey Bridge.

Take Hwy 191 about 3 miles North from Moab. 

Directions to the trailhead starts at Jct Hwy 191 & Hwy 128 

Go East on Hwy 128 about 30 miles, Looking for Dewey Bridge. 

After you cross the bridge turn right off of Hwy 128.
